Design a portrait or model of a myth-

ical character with an interesting ap-

pearance, e.g. Cyclops, Medusa or 

the Minotaur. You could even use a 

range of materials to give it 3D look.  

Write your own myth with your creature 

as a main character. Think about its per-

sonality and where it lives, before devel-

oping a story that contains lots of fea-

tures of myths.
