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Some trees are evergreen, which means that they keep their leaves all year round.  Eg: fir, pine.    
[image: ] Some trees are deciduous, which means that they lose their leaves when it gets colder in the autumn.  E.g.: oak, horse chestnut. [image: ]

Plants have common parts, but these can very between different types of plant.
